Report from Mayor Hall

Mayor Hall advised the following: The police department has sold several cellular phones that were used by officers and was able to bring in around $625.00 to general funds. Also, they have gone with a different company and have begun saving significant funds monthly. The Police Department has filed for an ADECA grant for a fingerprint machine, surrounding cities has similar machine and we hope to be the next. Finally, Wal-Mart gracefully donated $1000.00 to the police department, which will be used for skid car training. 
The Park and Recreation Department has narrowed the applicants down to 10 for the part-time clerk and one will be chosen soon. 
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The City is advertising for the following positions: Fireman/Paramedic, Tractor Driver, Part-Time Laborer, Street/Sanitation laborer. 

The City did receive a check in the amount of around $12,000.00 from insurance company for replacing a tornado siren that was hit by lightening. The siren is located off of Co Rd 95 and will be replaced soon.
