Report from Mayor Hall


Mayor Hall advised the following: All the new Police vehicles are on the road and in service; Fire Department has ordered their new trailer; Quail Ridge Bridge project will run over budget between 25-50k but anything over the original agreed 200K will be paid in increments using capital improvements or other funds set aside, should be complete within 30 days; Youth Football Field going as scheduled and service lines ready to be laid, lights going up next week and it will be ready for fall ball.

Approve/Deny- Amending Noise Ordinance
Cris Nelson advised the noise ordinance currently has a time limit of 11pm Sunday-Thursday and 12am on Saturday-Sunday. Council is trying to decide on a time and if a decibel level should be used in amending noise ordinance.  During the pre council work session council suggested a flat cut off of 9pm during week days and midnight on weekends.  After stating this Cris Nelson opened it to council/audience for comments/questions. 
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Tammy Castell of Papa Saias voiced her concerns stating that this is the first she had heard of 9pm cut off time. She stated that when Papa Saias first opened it was midnight, then 11pm and now its 9pm? She stated the music started around 7-8pm and ends around 10-10:30pm during summer months. Also, she stated that people want to be outside starting around March-October and there is more room outside on the patio. 

Leigh Hulsey advised she would like there to be a hard cut off and suggested 10 or 10:30 during the summer months and is not a big fan of decibel readings. 

Mike Jones stated his opinion would be to move the music inside. 

Tammy Castell did reply that the way the building is split inside its not doable. 

Earl Holly asked with football season set to begin late August and the TV’s being outside how will that effect the time of 9pm. Will the TV and the crowd have to cease at 9pm on Thursday nights? Stated the crowd makes more noise than music. 

Mayor Hall stated this noise ordinance concerned continuous noises. 

Cris Nelson advised she is not a fan of the hard cut off time of 9pm. 

Leslie Bartlett asked if 10pm @ 80 Decibels would be the compromise. 

Mike Jones suggested a work session open to the public and prior to the next meeting is needed before a decision should be made. 

Mayor Hall advised the work session should only arrive at these points: If a noise cut off time is needed and what time that shall be and if it will differ depending on weekday or weekend and do we need to include Decibel Levels or not.

Approve/Deny- Amending Yard Sale Ordinance #327
Amendment to the Helena Code Chapter 4 Article I Sec 4-1(e)

A legitimate and recognized Helena homeowners association (hereafter HOA) may apply for a neighborhood yard sale permit by paying a fee of twenty five dollars ($25.00) no later than the close of business at the City Hall the day prior to the beginning of the sale. Only one person representing the HOA may obtain the permit, and the representative will provide a list of addresses of homeowners who will be participating when applying. A maximum of two (2) neighborhood sales per calendar year shall be permitted to the HOA, with no single sale to last more than three (3) consecutive days. The HOA will be held to the same responsibility as a person in all other yard sale requirements.

Harold Woodman made a motion to suspend the reading of Amendment to Ordinance #327 and give immediate consideration with a second by Leslie Bartlett. 

Leigh Hulsey gave a motion to adopt Amendment to Yard Sale Ordinance #327 with a second by Mike Jones.
