12. Rezone Request: Ordinance #843-16R-By Thomas Horn/Wes Davis, Property located on Hwy 13- (parcel ID 12-7-26-0-000-007.000 and 12-7-26-0-000-007.001)
Wes Davis with Highpoint Properties advised the rezone request is for 37 acres and gives another entrance for Creekwater and lower density throughout subdivision. 
Harold Woodman asked if there would be a 20 foot buffer undisturbed, and it was advised there would be.  
Several adjoining property owners spoke and a synopsis of each is stated.  
Adjoining property owner Ruth Ann Wutschke from 27 Hicks Drive advised she has  4 acres that meets up to them and currently has a water drainage issue and is concerned about buffer. Would like to know if is perk able. 
Wes Davis advised it will have a undisturbed buffer, and while in the preliminary plat phase the drainage issues would be addressed.

Adjoining Mr. Channel of 8181 Hwy 13 advised he has a lot of livestock out there with fence but had problems with kids from neighboring subdivisions coming over currently due to homeowners doing away with mandatory buffers and would like to know if a plan is in place dealing with that issue of either advising the homeowners of said lots that the buffer has to remain. 

Mayor Hall advised enforcing buffer is a civil process right now. He will be getting with city attorney to see what can be done with making it a criminal offence. 

Alan Given of 7414 Hwy 13 advised he was concerned with the entrance at curve  that would be put in due to a blind curve and very dangerous. 
Mayor Hall advised since it was a County Road the County would dictate where the entrance would be placed and would dictate the safety precautions if approved. 
Harold Woodman made a motion to approve Ordinance 843-16R to be rezoned from A1 to R1 with a 20 foot buffer that runs with the land with a second by Laura Joseph.
