1. Safe Trade Zones 
Leigh Hulsey advised she had seen it at Alabaster and thought it would be a great option to bring to Helena. Mayor Hall and Harold Woodman addressed their concerns with liability issues and where to actually place a location due to private businesses owning the lots. Hulsey and Woodman will get with Alabaster and see what liabilities they have addressed.
2. Chief John Wilder- Used Fire Truck Purchase
John Wilder advised they had purchased a ladder truck last year and had reserved some of the funding ($125,000.00) to refurbish an older truck. Due to the high expense of refurbishing one he is advising buying a used one with the funds instead. Council advised they would make a motion for the approval of bidding and funding in the regular meeting.
