A discussion and review of City Council agenda items, projects, department, committee, and board liaison reports, and task assigned for City operations and business.

1. Update on Fire Department Request for Equipment Purchases 
Chief John Wilder was present and advised most of the equipment that was approved has been ordered for a total of $7,138.00, additional equipment will be ordered if need by when ISO comes. 
2. Paving Projects 
Mayor Hall gave a brief update on paving projects that are a priority at this time: Timberlake will be around $100,000.00 for paving and is the worse at this point in the city. 2nd and 3rd Street will be placed on hold pending study that is being done on widening those streets. Falliston due to utility repair, utility dept will pay for that street damage that has occurred should be around $10,000.00. Old Cahaba/Rivercrest Way, Rivercrest Trail and Rivercrest Circle will be around $70-80,000.00. Several smaller projects are still getting cost in and on hold until the cost are determined. 
3. Update and Discussion on abandoned properties on Dearing Downs Drive and Kayla Street 
Chief Doug Jones advised Dearing Downs Drive home is set to settle with insurance company this week. Kayla Street had to have condemnation process started over again due to officer retiring that was handling the process. Laurel Woods also has a house that they have found has holes inside and currently occupied and they are starting the process on this residence as well. Chief Jones advised after 30 days he will get back with council on updates. 
4. Hillsboro Hiking Trails  

Hillsboro homeowners are requesting to use an area on part of Hillsboro to develop some hiking trails. Due to liability issues this may or may not be doable it has been turned over to city attorney for his opinion. See attachment in minutes for further information. 
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
