A discussion and review of City Council agenda items, projects, department, committee, and board liaison reports, and task assigned for City operations and business.
All Members Present 
1. Employee Health Insurance 
Mayor Hall advised they looked at several plans and after considering options it has been decided to renew with BCBS and the same secondary for six months and explore other options come January 2017. Mayor Hall is asking the city to absorb all additional expenses for this budget year which is a total of $5,400.00. 
2. Widening of turn lanes at Helena Intermediate School
Mayor Hall advised this was part of the apple study on widening the turning lanes off of Co Road 52 West in front of Helena Intermediate School. Projected cost for this is around $35,000.00 and an additional $1,500.00 for restriping. The school has requested guard rails that may be lumped into this project or bid out separately, City Engineer Blair Perry will look into that further and will let Mayor Hall know.  
Other items discussed:

Mayor Hall requested a large screen to be used in the council chambers for power outages within the City when city hall opens as a shelter, and would like to get cost for that and present it to the council. 
Cris Nelson advised the farmers market will be reaching outside to non-profit organizations to set up and handle it after this year. 
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
