1. Review of Door to Door Sales Ordinance 
Harold Woodman advised he would like the following changes being amended to the current ordinance: time change to 9am-sunset; door to door salesman must honor the request of residences that place a no solicitation sign visible on their front door; door to door salesman to wear a visible ID badge. Amendments mentioned above have been sent to the city attorney for review. Woodman advised he will continue to update.  
2. Discussion of an additional Fire Truck Purchase  
Mayor Hall and Chief Wilder spoke advising the fleet within the fire department is at least 13 years old and trucks need to be replaced. They have located a demo truck that can be purchased at a much cheaper cost than a brand new one. Cost for the demo would be $525,000.00 and includes all warranties that would be come with a brand new one. (Details on truck attached to minutes) 
Mayor Hall is requesting a total loan amount of $650,000.00 for cost of demo truck and to refurbish an older truck (will discuss the options on refurbish at a later time). 

Leslie Bartlett asked if head gear is included in price, she was advised by Chief Wilder that yes head gear is included. 

Mike Jones asked which station will house the new engine, he was advised by Chief Wilder that possibly Station 2 but will determine once truck arrives. 
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
