A discussion and review of City Council agenda items, projects, department, committee, and board liaison reports, and task assigned for City operations and business.
All Members Present 
1. Dog Ordinance   
Harold Woodman presented possibly adding dog tethering into our current dog ordinance. Sonya King had approached him advising this has recently passed by Homewood and he would like to approach council with the idea for Helena. A lot of discussion concerning how to police this was talked about, as well as why it is needed in Helena, due to complaint coming in that an officer would investigate it regardless. Pros and Cons were mentioned for and against policy but main concern being if an officer had time to sit and watch for an hour or more if a complaint came in for a dog being tethered. Council would also like to see the number of incidents that have been received by the Helena Police Department. 
2. Discussion; Renaming Highway 52 & 17 to Helena Parkway 
Mayor Hall advised he would like to rename Highway 52/17 which would cover all city limits of each highway to Helena Parkway for branding reasons. He will talk to 911, the county and postal service to make sure there wouldn’t be a conflict if it something the council would like. The council agreed they would consider. 
Other items discussed but not on agenda: Mayor Hall advised Pedestrian RR Track crossing would be around $30,000.00 and he is talking with USS and others concerning funding. 

Chief Wilder had went to a class on active shooters and would like to see, when funding is available, to equip all officers with tourniquets for safety precautions. He advised if and when certain types of situations are needed the fire department is called in after the scene is secure and if officers can use these before hand it would be helpful. 
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
