A discussion and review of City Council agenda items, projects, department, committee, and board liaison reports, and task assigned for City operations and business.

Sidewalk Repair Project 
George Pickle met with a contractor J and J Construction and advised to replace 6x6 concrete with wood planks would close to $6300.00, additional $1600.00 for removing concrete and rock wall. This total includes the wood decking and wood rail only at this time. Retaining wall will have to be looked at in the near future but can wait at this time.

Council projects for 2014
Mike Jones advised street light repairs/additions is estimated to be around $23,000.00 and includes 58 poles. Street lights entering the sports complex will be additional and it will depend on what type of pole(s) that the council decides upon. Once all quotes and designs are put together it will be brought before council to explore which will be the most cost efficient. 
Other items discussed by all of council concerning parks: Bathroom/toilet repairs; Electrical panel repairs; Fence repairs are put on hold due to weather; Building to be used as field house/concessions/bathrooms, sample drawing was shown to reflect an approximately 20x26  size building and estimated to be built around $35,000.

Mayor Hall mentioned that the walking trail has been looked at and planned repairs will need to happen once weather gets warmer. Also, two pet waste stations that hold waste bags were ordered for Hillsboro Trail. 
Cris Nelson advised baby changing stations are needed in amphitheater bathrooms for ADA compliance, should cost around 130.00 each. 
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
