1. Discuss General Business
Mike Jones advised that Alabama Power hasn’t gotten back with him dealing with quotes and pricing as of yet; will need to postpone the item on regular agenda; Also, he let everyone know that 8 police Tahoes have been located and should be ready in the next month or so, trying to keep cost down to $50,000.00 a year in payments. 
Mayor Hall advised that American Red Cross has approved the Sports Complex to be used as an emergency shelter when needed. Also, they will hold free training for this to a few employees; BlackBoard Connect has submitted their offer and it is attached to minutes; Advised the auditors are still working hard to make sure all is correct and everything is accounting for. They are also still waiting on a few documents from the old auditors; Approximately 170 people accessed the free WIFI at the Sports Complex on Saturday; Boy Scouts will be staining the bridges at the walking track at Joe Tucker Park; The Flail cutter has quit working and not repairable, a replacement needs to be purchased as soon as possible; Chief Jones is researching the cost to replace 6 desktop computers due to the Windows XP software support ending on 5/31.
