A discussion and review of City Council agenda items, projects, department, committee, and board liaison reports, and task assigned for City operations and business.

All Council Members Present: 
1. General Business
Amanda Traywick advised that the Capital Improvement funds from the State of Alabama came in this month total of $144699.99 for the year.

General conversation was discussed concerning compiling a list of repairs needed to city streets; gathering all bonds that are still current on all subdivisions/streets.

Mayor Hall updated the Quail Ridge bridge replacement advising that Saiia is currently working on it and waiting on concrete barrels that have been ordered.

Mayor Hall advised all the hanging baskets have been completed and suggested retired employee Charles Mack to come back every other day and water the plants for 2 hours, and once daily during summer for 2 hours. 
Mike Jones would like to have all the principals present next council meeting to distribute donations as budgeted. Also suggested that we donate some of the fence that was taken down when fence was replaced on area parks to Helena Middle School to use on their practice field. 
Mayor Hall gave an update on the traffic light project for 52 West/Hillsboro, basically stating that it will be custom made pole and due to bid process will take longer than expected, but a plan is in effect once school starts back in August until light is installed. 

2. Library Board-Future 
Brian Peters, Library Board, was present and presented the council with a plan for future building to house a new Library/Arts Building. They would like to see a parcel of land designated for this project and incorporate it into the 25 year comprehensive plan for the City. 
Leigh Hulsey asked if land was designated for this would the Helena High School have room if an expansion was ever needed. Mayor Hall advised yes they left plenty of room for future expansion when they were designing/building the school. 
Council advised this would be placed on the May 19th council agenda for consideration.  
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
