1. HMS Field Fence
Helena Middle School is requesting any left over fencing from previous projects that the city has had. The fencing is needed to go around the practice field on the side of school to keep vehicles from entering field and tearing the grass up, which has happened in the past. 2. Resolution 10062014- Miller request for driveway access off Bridlewood Drive
George Pickle advised the surveyor for this property left off the easement, which is needed to gain access to owners 5 acres. Mayor Hall advised the city attorney Butch Ellis drafted the Resolution 10062014. 

3. Industrial Park tenant inquiry- Research Solutions
