The Helena City Council met in a called meeting on Friday, August 30, 2013at 10:00.M. in the Council Chambers of Helena Municipal Building, regular place for holding said meetings. 

1.  The meeting was called to order at 9:00AM by Council President Cris Nelson.  

2.   Leslie Bartlett led prayer for the meeting.

3.    The pledge of allegiance was led by Mike Jones. 
4.  Council Roll Call 

Present: President Cris Nelson, Leigh Hulsey, Mike Jones, Hal Woodman and Leslie Bartlett and Mayor Mark Hall.  

Visitors:  Dan Dearing, George Pickle 

5.  Acceptance of the bid for Ball Field renovations-Cris Nelson stated that everyone has a copy of the bid from Specialty Turf Supply, Inc (will become a part of the minutes) and the quote is $35,000.00.  Cris Nelson asked Bill Miller if he had talked to this company and were there any changes.  Bill stated that the questions asked by the council have been answered.  The bid is for 9 fields and not 8 and also that they are able to do it ASAP and they have plans in place for the sod and that it will be fine.  There being no further questions, Cris Nelson entertained a motion.  Leigh Hulsey made a motion to approve the bid for the ball field renovation with a second from Mike Jones and the following votes were cast

AYE: Cris Nelson, Leigh Hulsey, Mike Jones, Hal Woodman and Leslie Bartlett

NAY: None

The motion passed unanimously.  

Mayor Hall stated to contact them and give them the go ahead.  Mike Jones stated that he appreciated Bill Miller following up on everything for the ball field renovations.  

6.  Discussion of the bid for fence repairs. Cris Nelson stated she would let Mike Jones lead this as he has followed up with Keith Jackson.  Mike Jones stated that he talked to Keith Jackson about the black vinyl and its durability.  He explained that the black vinyl is the most durable commercial grade that he believed was the best for ball fields.  
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Both of these are 6 gauge wire but the black adds another 3 gauges which protects it more than the galvanized. The black vinyl it has about a 30 year life span.  The galvanized has a life span of about 10 to 15 years but they will only guarantee it for a year.  There is also rust issues with the galvanized wire that will make it break down quicker.  Both figures are way outside what we are looking at.  We only put $16,000 as a whole for Joe Tucker Park and it will require much more than that.  
There are some other projects like the Cunningham Park and the firing range for the Police Department that are on down the road.  Keith stated that he can double stack the old fencing to help us out with these other projects.  He agreed to come down a little bit but will need to get that credit back.  He said that for every piece of fencing he takes down he will put it back up for free.  He will take it down, tag it and put it where we need to store it for us.  There needs to be fencing at the middle school to protect the field even though they do not want youth football played on that field.  It was mentioned that soccer might be able to use that field.  Leigh Hulsey stated that the soccer parents are not in favor of that and feel like they get shoved aside a lot.  Bill Miller stated that the problem with using that facility is there are no facilities such as bathrooms or concessions for the public.  Mayor Hall said there are rules that when you have an event you must abide by.  
The soccer committee wants to put something together and would rather put the money aside and use it for future fields than play at the middle school.  

The tennis courts and our fields are priority according to Mike Jones.  Cris Nelson stated the first bid was for $70,000 for only repairing and not replacing it all so we will have new fencing in some locations and old fencing in others.  Discussion continued on the fencing projects and what needs to be done to make the fencing look better and improving our facilities.  At the end of the discussion, a motion was made to table this until Keith Jackson could address the council and clarify some confusion about what the bid actually includes due to the fact that Cris Nelson and Leigh Hulsey got different information from their discussion with Keith Jackson than Mike Jones did.  Leigh Hulsey made this motion with a second from Leslie Bartlett.  The following votes were cast: 
AYE: Cris Nelson, Leigh Hulsey, Hal Woodman and Leslie Bartlett

NAY: Mike Jones 
The bid was tabled until the next council meeting.  

7.  Capital Improvements projects- Tinting the library windows was discussed and a motion was made by Leslie Bartlett to approve the tinting at a cost of $850.00 with a second from Hal Woodman. The following votes were cast: 
AYE: Cris Nelson, Leigh Hulsey, Mike Jones, Hal Woodman and Leslie Bartlett

NAY: None

The motion passed unanimously.  

There being no further business to discuss the meeting was adjourned at 10:35AM.
