Ronnie Morton advised he is trying to get property rezoned to house 41 lots in which 3-4 will be estate lots. Each lot would be 65 foot, 1600-2400 square foot homes, garage in rear, side ally which will leave the streets clear. See plan for further information/detail in minute book. 
Bob Caliento advised he didn’t like the 65 lots, and would rather see bigger lot sizes. 

Tom Lefebvre asked Ronnie Morton if it was possible to take 3 lots out so it would give more lot size and less density. Ronnie Morton advised that is possible. 

Mark Hall advised he didn’t like the density and against high density rezoning. 

Adjacent property owner Gary Ingram had concern of property lines showing in plan. Ronnie Morton advised once approve a survey would be done before anything happened. 

After much discussion and all attendees were able to view the plans and ask any questions/voice any concerns: 

Tom Lefebvre made a motion to approve the master plan with adjustment from 41 lots to 37 lots with no second.
