There were questions related to the lighting and hours of operation from the audience.  The lighting is canopy lighting only so it will not shine toward the houses in Riverwoods per George Pickle.  The hours of operation have not been set yet but we do have a noise ordinance that takes effect after 10:00P.M and it will be enforced.   Question from the audience is where the entrance will be?   The entrance to the convenience store is at the entrance to the commercial section and not the neighborhood entrance.   There continued to be discussion regarding the site plan and the aesthetics of the building.
